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Teaching effect of two tutors combined with Carolina—based experiential teaching on the nursing interns in op-
erating room XU Qingwei, WU Kongwei, LIU Dan, et al.Department of Disinfection Supplies Unit, Lishui Central Hospi—
tal, Lishui 323000, China.

[Abstract] Objective To explore the teaching effect of two tutors combined with Carolina—based experiential teaching
on the nursing interns in operating room. Methods A total of 180 nursing interns in operating room were selected as the
research objects and divided into the observation group and the control group according to the random number table meth—
od, 90 cases in each.The interns in the control group received dual-tutorial teaching, while the interns in the observation
group received dual-tutors combined with experiential teaching based on the Carolina care model.The scores of the hu-
manistic care ability evaluation scale and emotional intelligence scale, theory knowledge and operation skills, and the in—
terns' teaching satisfaction between two groups were compared. Results The total scores of the courage, patience , under—
standing and humanistic care of the observation group were higher than those in the control group (1=6.09, 6.68, 6.09,
11.41, P<<0.05).The total score of emotional intelligence of the observation group was higher than that of the control
group, as well as the scores of the emotion utilization, self—~emotion management, understanding of others' emotions, and
emotion perception (=19.52, 7.58, 11.98, 9.21, 10.88, P<<0.05).The scores of theoretical knowledge and operational
skills of the interns in the observation group were better than those in the control group (1=7.42,6.56, P<<0.05).The sat—
isfaction of interns in the observation group was 93.33% (84/90) ,and the satisfaction of interns in the control group was
83.33% (75/90) , the difference was significance (x’=4.37, P<<0.05). Conclusion The application of dual tutors com—
bined with Carolina—based experiential teaching can improve the comprehensive ability and satisfaction of operating room

nursing interns , and promote their mastery of theoretical knowledge and related skills.
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
